Brickyard Bash Flag Tournament 2011 -- July 10, 2011
Rules and Information Sheet

1) White tees only will be used.  8:30am Shotgun Start.
2) USGA rules apply- most notably play the ball down and putt everything out.

3) Legibly list each player's first and last name on the scorecard.

4) Record your gross scores on the card.  Add your handicap to par 72 and that is the number of "Flag Strokes" you will receive (e.g., John Doe; 12 handicap from white tees-- 72 + 12 = 84).  Once you have reached your designated number of "Flag Strokes", plant your flag at the point where the ball lies.  If your final “flag stroke” results in a made putt, plant your flag on the next tee box.  If you have additional strokes remaining after finishing the eighteenth hole you have played, report to the first tee and continue playing until you have exhausted your "Flag Strokes".  Note: a full list of the Men's Golf Club members and their respective handicaps will be available in the pro shop.  Check to make sure the latest handicap information is being used for your total "Flag Stroke" calculation.
5) Ensure your name is clearly written on your flag.

6) An optional $10 Skins Pot (Gross and Net) will be available before the round.

7) The 2010 "Hole-in-One" Pot will be open- optional $5 contribution- total accumulated pot will be split by those making aces in Men's Golf Club tournaments during 2010.  If no aces are registered, a "shootout" will occur after the final Club tournament and the pot distributed to the player closest to the pin in aforementioned "shootout".  Note: $5 contribution must be received before a qualifying hole-in-one would be counted. 
8) PACE OF PLAY!!! --  Pace of play will be monitored more closely this year with an objective of finishing in four hours-- keep up with the group directly ahead of you-- and.... HAVE FUN!!!
9) After the round join your comrades for the Brickyard Bash lunch.  Lunch location TBD depending on weather conditions.
